Facilities and Services 

Marina Office 

• Located onshore in the courtyard, which is just past the restaurant.  Our staff are local and 
can answer most questions.  Please drop in if you need a helping hand. 

 

Fuel Dock 

• Gas, diesel, propane, CNG, oils, lubes are available as well as pop and ice. 
 
Fishing Licences 

• Available at the marina office. 
 
Bait and Tackle 

• Available at the fuel dock. 
 
For our 4-legged visitors 

• Dog head located onshore a few yards off the visitor (H dock ) ramp to your right.  

• Please have your owner keep you on a leash and pick up after you.  Woof, woof. 
 
Washrooms, Showers, and Laundromat 

• Located in the main courtyard - hours of operation as posted. 

• Shower:         $1 coin (loonie) per 3 minutes. 

• Washer:         $1.50 - $1 coin (loonie) & 2 quarters. 

• Dryer:            $1.00 per 20 minutes - 4 quarters. 

• Change is available at the marina office.  
 
Garbage and Recycling 

• Recycling is a big issue here on the island and mandatory in our municipality. 

• Throughout the marina you will find blue recycling bins; and at the far south driveway you 
will find a trash compactor (gray) on the left and the recycling center on the right.  Please 
sort and dispose of your waste in the proper bin.

• Is available for boating groups, or private BBQs.  Please enquire at the marina office.
